First Communion Deferred Again! To say this is frustrating and a bitter disappointment for children, parents, teachers and all concerned is a gross understatement. It is accepted that the celebration of the sacrament itself in church is not a problem but there was concern about social gatherings afterwards. Locally, I am confident that any planned social event would have been home-based and confined to the extended family circle, in other words responsible and in compliance current safety guidelines.
That said, it would have been irresponsible to ignore public health advice. But it would be easier to accept that advice if it were consistent. For example, weddings are still allowed, 8,000 are allowed into Croke Park this Saturday, 2,500 at the Irish Open golf, hundreds and more at various sporting and other events.
