FEASTS OF THE WEEK:

Monday:
St. Irenaeus, bishop and martyr.  He lived just after the time of the apostles and met people who knew them.  He became bishop of Lyons, the largest centre in Gaul (modern France) at the time.  He tried to convert pagans to Christianity by love rather than fear.

Tuesday:
Sts. Peter and Paul, apostles.  This day celebrates the twin founders of the Church in Rome. St. Peter suffered martyrdom by crucifixion and St. Paul was beheaded two years later.

Wednesday:
The First Martyrs of the Holy Roman Church – all these in addition to Sts Peter and Paul who were martyred under Nero in the year 64
Thursday:
St. Oliver Plunkett, bishop and martyr. He became Archbishop of Armagh in 1669. He worked hard to preserve the faith in a time of persecution. He accepted calmly and in a spirit of self-denial the bitter opposition of the authorities and the deprivations he suffered in prison.  He was put to death in London in 1681.

Saturday:
St. Thomas, apostle.  For Thomas, seeing was believing. On seeing the risen Lord, he changed from being ‘doubting Thomas’ to being able to say to Jesus ‘My Lord and My God’.

FIRST COMMUNION AND CONFIRMATION:
Some parents can’t understand why we can’t have First Holy Communion and Confirmation in July.

The four Archbishop’s wrote to the Department of an Taoiseach about this very point and received the following reply which explains the situation:

“Public Health advice is that special religious ceremonies, including First Holy Communion should continue to be postponed for the month of June given the potential impact on schools and particularly the Leaving Certificate examinations, where candidates may have siblings/relatives who would attend the celebrations.  In line with the gradual reopening of society from 7th July onwards, these ceremonies and Baptisms may take place while complying with COVID 19 guidance but ideally where possible, should be rescheduled for the Autumn when it will be safer to do so”.

REEK SUNDAY PILGRIMAGE 2021:

For this year only, the Reek Pilgrimage is to be extended to four days per week for the month of July. Wednesdays, Thursdays and Fridays, the Sacrament of Confession/Reconciliation will be available on the summit at 11:00am; Mass to be celebrated at 12:00pm. Saturday’s Mass will be celebrated at 10:00am; Confessions at 11:00am. The Masses will be limited to the numbers permitted for outdoor gatherings at that particular time, which currently apply to 100 people up to 4 July and 200 people from 5 July.
The Reek Pilgrimage normally takes place on the last Sunday in July, however the indulgence for the pilgrimage extends throughout the summer months up to the end of September.
Priests with a Celebret or letter from their bishop or superior are both invited and welcome to take part in the pilgrimage, to celebrate Mass and hear Confessions, the commitment will be for three hours on the summit on a given day.
