Animal Health and Welfare (Sale or supply of pet animals) Regulations 2019 No SI. No 681 0f 2019 came into operation on 1st February, 2020.  The regulation requires persons or organisations that sells or supplies six or more pet animals in a calendar year to comply with a number of new requirements. In this regard  sellers or suppliers of 6 or more pet animals in a calendar year must apply to be entered into the “Register of Sellers and Suppliers of Pet Animals” and premises used in connection with the sale and supply of pet animals must be entered into the “Register of Premises”.

S.I. 681/2019 also states the minimum age for sale of certain pet animals and outlines what records associated with the sale of a pet animal must be maintained by the seller and what information must accompany the advertisement for sale of a pet animal. The implementation of S.I. 681/2019 coincided with the creation of the Voluntary Code of Practice for the Sellers of Pet Animals.  This voluntary Code of Practice offers guidance and best practice to pet shops on the care and management of animals sold or supplied.

TERMS AND CONDITIONS FOR APPLICATION OF EX-GRATIA FUNDING 2021
1. Late or incomplete applications will not be considered

2. Applicants found to be in breach will not be considered (for example dogs must have valid licences in accordance with the law and all equines must be held at premises which have registered equine numbers).  Similarly, transport welfare and ID law must be complied with, as well as laws pertaining to disposal.

3. As part the the application process Mayo County Council will interview or meet with  organisations that have applied for funding.  

4. Following receipt of an application for ex-gratia funding Mayo County Council Veterinary Department reserve the right to visit all relevant premises and inspection any relevant documentation.

5. Mayo County Council Veterinary Department reserves the right to seek a Tax clearance certificate from any applicant of ex gratia funding at any juncture.
6. Organisations must have adequate secure facilities for the number of rescued animals that the organisation holds.

7. Welfare organisations should:

· have necessary expertise to manage rescued animals

· have transport available to enable them to respond to calls for assistance 

· familiarise themselves with the relevant guideline booklets issued by the Farm Animal Welfare Advisory Council (FAWAC).  

· have a re-homing policy in place.  

· have a policy which clearly states the maximum period of time for which they will hold an animal.  The policy should also state in what circumstances an animal may be deemed unsuitable for re-homing.  It must also establish a time frame after which animals unsuitable for re-homing or animals that are held outside this maximum period will be humanely disposed.

· maintain a detailed record of ALL dogs and horses which show date of intake, date of neutering/micro-chipping, date of re-homing, premises re-homed to and as appropriate, date euthanized. 

· Keep a detailed record of individuals fostering equine or dogs and the addresses at which the animals are held available for inspection.

10. 
Horses and Dogs which are lost or stray, must be scanned to determine if micro-chipped.  
If micro-chipped, the chip number should be used in efforts to reunite the dog/horse with its owner.
11.
.All organisations  should be familiar with the Control of Dogs Act 1986 and in particular Section 13(1) If a person finds a stray dog there is a legal requirement to(a) return the dog to its owner, (b)deliver the dog to the dog warden, or (c) detain the dog and give notice in writing containing a description of the dog, the address of the place where it was found, and the address of the place where it is detained to a member of the Gardai at the nearest Garda Station to where it was found, or to a Dog Warden.

Section 13(3) states "where a person has found a stray dog and has retained possession of the dog for a year after the date on which he gave the notice referred to in subsection 13(1) of this section, and the dog has not been claimed by its owner within that year, such person shall become the owner of the dog and the title of the former owner to the dog shall be extinguished”. 

13.
All organisations must be aware of the Dog Breeding Establishments Act, 2010, and must be familiar with its provisions particularly regarding definition of ‘dog breeding establishments’ which means a premises at which bitches are kept, not less than 6 of which are (a) more than 6 months old, and (b) capable of being used for breeding purposes, but shall not include a local authority dog pound: (Note Rescue centres and Charities are included in this legislation). 

All welfare organisations keeping dogs must have a licence for that dog or a general dog licence in respect of the location where that dog is kept.  When transferring ownership of a dog, organisations should advise the individual taking ownership of the requirement to obtain a dog licence.

All welfare organisations should be aware of the FAWAC recommendations which state that dogs with a history of attacking and killing sheep must be euthanized and not be re-homed.
