FEASTS OF THE WEEK:

Tuesday:
St. Apollinaris, bishop and martyr.
Wednesday:
St. Lawrence of Brindisi, priest and doctor of the church (1559 - 16190).  He joined the Capuchin order and helped its spread, especially in Germany.  His advice was sought by the most powerful men of his time. He helped organise a crusade against the invading Turks who threatened to overrun Europe at the time.

Thursday:
St. Mary Magdalene. She was one of a small group of woman who followed Jesus on his journeys, listening to Him and cooking for Him. She stood by His Cross with Mary, his mother and St. John.  It was she who discovered his empty tomb.  She was the first person to whom the risen Christ appeared. 

Friday:
St. Bridget of Sweden, religious (1303-1377). She reared eight children and after her husband died she founded the order of nuns called the Bridgettines.  She was declared Patron of Europe in 2000.

Saturday:
St. Declan.  He was a pre-Patrician saint who spread the faith in present-day Co. Waterford.

FIRST COMMUNION AND CONFIRMATION:
Some parents can’t understand why we can’t have First Holy Communion and Confirmation in July.

The four Archbishop’s wrote to the Department of an Taoiseach about this very point and received the following reply which explains the situation:

“Public Health advice is that special religious ceremonies, including First Holy Communion should continue to be postponed for the month of June given the potential impact on schools and particularly the Leaving Certificate examinations, where candidates may have siblings/relatives who would attend the celebrations.  In line with the gradual reopening of society from 7th July onwards, these ceremonies and Baptisms may take place while complying with COVID 19 guidance but ideally where possible, should be rescheduled for the Autumn when it will be safer to do so”.
