FEASTS OF THE WEEK:
Monday:
St Philip and St. James, apostles.  Philip was born in Bethsaida.  He asked to see Jesus and having met Him identified Him to others. 


James was son of Alphaeus and a cousin of Jesus.  He became bishop of Jerusalem, wrote one of the Epistles and led a life of penance.  He was martyred in 62 AD.

Tuesday:
St. Conleth, bishop. He was said to be from Wicklow.  He was living as a hermit when St. Bridget persuaded him to come and be chaplain for her community in Kildare. He is buried beside her in the great church there. 

Wednesday:
Blessed Edmund Rice, religious (1762-1844).  He came from Callan, Co. Kilkenny.  After the early death of his young wife he sold his possessions and spent the rest of his life educating the poor. With other like-minded men he founded the Irish Christian Brothers.
Saturday:
Fr John Sullivan (1861 – 1933) was an Irish Jesuit priest who was known for his life of deep prayer and personal sacrifice. He is recognised for his dedicated work with the poor and afflicted, spending much of his time walking and cycling to visit those who were troubled, sick and dying.
