Wednesday:
St. Anselm, bishop and doctor of the church.  He was a monk in Normandy before becoming Archbishop of Canterbury.  He was exiled twice and died in 1109.


Friday:
St. George, martyr.  He was venerated as a soldier-saint at Lydda in the Holy Land where he was probably martyred around 300AD.  His cult was popularised in England by returning Crusaders.  He is patron saint of England and Portugal.

Saturday:
St. Fidelis of Sigmaringen. (1577-1622). He was a Capuchin friar who was a major figure in the Counter-Reformation, and was murdered by his opponents. He was canonised in 1746.
